Payment: 
You are financially responsible for the TOTAL NUMBER of people you register. NO 

REFUNDS will be given if fewer people attend the actual event. Half of minimum total 

amount due at time of registration. The balance is due no later than 2 weeks before  

program. 

 

City Admissions Tax: 
The PCC is required to collect City of Aurora Admissions Tax of 3.75%. Scout groups are 

EXEMPT from paying this tax IF payment to the PCC is made with a Scout organization 

check imprinted with the name of the troop/pack/den. PAYMENTS MADE BY  

PERSONAL CHECK OR CASH MUST INCLUDE TAX. 

 

Acknowledgement of Registration: 
This will be sent when registration form and payment are received. Do not assume that 

you are registered for an event until you have received our written acknowledgment. 

If your group does not fulfill the minimum participant requirement, we will hold your 

registration and wait for another scout group to register for the same program, thus  

   satisfying the minimum number required. 

 

Weather & Cancellation Policy: 
In the event that road or weather conditions (i.e. rain, snow, mud, cold) prevent the PCC 

from presenting a specific scheduled program, the PCC reserves the right to substitute an 

alternate program. 

The PCC will cancel a program 

only in the event of dangerous 

weather or road conditions (i.e. 

tornado, blizzard). If the PCC 

CANCELS a program, a message 

to notify all participants will be 

recorded on the PCC phone 

(303.693.3621) and attempts will 

be made to contact leaders. 

If the PCC cancels a program for 

any other reason and we cannot 

reschedule your group, a full 

refund will be given.

How do we register for events? 

   We accept registrations ONLY by mail 

on a space available basis. See the  

enclosed registration form on the last 

page and call if you have any questions. 

One registration form per event. A 1/10 

adult/child ratio is required. We  

recommend an adult/child ratio of 1/5. 

 

Is there a minimum number required 

for your programs? 

   Yes. Each PCC program requires a 

minimum of 25 paid registrants.  

However, since multiple groups can sign 

up for the same program, you do not need 

to have 25 in your own group to register 

for a program.  We will notify you if the 

program is cancelled due to lack of  

participation.  Badge workshops do not 

have a minimum number of participants 

required. 

 

What if there is bad weather? 

   Unless weather conditions are unsafe, 

weôll do your program! Weôre prepared to 

do alternate indoor programming ï even 

tipi overnights can be moved inside. Our 

tipis are unheated. Each sod house is 

heated with a wood burning stove. 

Do you have a patch that scouts can 

buy? 

   Yes we do, and Scouts love them! Itôs 

easy to pre-order patches when you  

register.
